· The Bachelor of Arts degree in Art provides broad experience in the visual arts and a foundation for further studies. Student receive a grounding in studio art and art history courses, followed by your choice of a Studio Art options (see below).

· The Bachelor of Fine Arts is a professional degree providing an intensive foundation in visual arts and art history and concentrated study in either Graphic Design or Visual Art (see Studio Art choices below).  Portfolio reviews are required annually. The program culminates in the annual B.F.A. Exhibition of a final project.
· The Bachelor of Science degree in Art Education qualifies you to teach art at the K-12 level in the state of New Hampshire as well as most other states..
